
 During the 2007-2008 season, local roundball veteran Pete Lonergan led the Lady Mavericks 
to their third consecutive Allegheny Mountain Collegiate Conference Championship and NCAA 
tournament appearance. 
 Lonergan gained notoriety in the 1980s as the Head Men’s Basketball Coach and Athletic 
Director at Niagara University, and later as the radio and television voice of Niagara, Canisius, St. 
Bonaventure and University at Buffalo basketball. In 2001-2002, he returned to coaching as As-
sociate Head Coach of the Medaille College men’s basketball team. 
 A true teacher of the game, at least eight of Lonergan’s former players and assistants have 
gone on to head coaching positions at the college level.
